

267th Dore Scouts 
Caving Trip to North Yorkshire
21st/22nd April 2012
Dear Scout/Parent,

We have booked a caving trip to the Yorkshire Dales on the weekend on 21st and 22nd April. This should be a fun overnight trip and an opportunity to experience some real caving. The trip will be run by fully qualified caving instructors who we have managed to book at no cost other than hire of gear. ( its a friend of Ian’s )

The actual cave system we go down will be weather dependent but is likely to be either Birkwith Cave, Holdings Cave or Long Churn pot. These are all in the vicinity of Horton in Ribblesdale in North Yorkshire.

As well as overnight stuff Scouts will need warm clothes and either Wellies or boots for the caving. They also need to be prepared to get wet and dirty so old clothes. A full change of clothes  and towel will be needed for getting changed on Sunday after we have finished caving. They will be provided with lights, a helmet and caving oversuit.
I have booked Kettlewell Youth Hostel for Saturday night on a bed and breakfast basis.

The plan will be to leave Dore on Saturday afternoon, probably around 3 or 4pm and arrive back on Sunday around 5-6pm.

We will stop somewhere for fish and chips on Sat eve so they will need money for this and also a packed lunch for Sunday. The cost of the trip will be £35.

This trip will be limited to 16 Scouts so will be on a strictly first come, first served basis. I also need to confirm numbers with the youth hostel with 2 weeks so an early response would be appreciated.
